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The National Health Workforce Taskforce (NHWT) was established in late 2007 by the Australian Health Ministers’ 
Conference following a decision by the Council of Australian Governments (COAG) to guide innovation and reform 
of the national health workforce. The NHWT works to the Australian Health Ministers’ Advisory Council and its Health 
Workforce Principal Committee and is managing three program areas designed to focus on key national areas for 
workforce reform — Research, Planning and Data; Education and Training and Innovation and Reform.
